How do you handle payment of annual dues and how much are the annual dues?

Kitchener: 
Total dues are $150. Billed $75 January 1 and $75 July 1.

Orillia:
Total dues are $240. Billed quarterly.

Bracebridge:
Total dues are $225. Billed July 1.

How do you handle payment of weekly meeting and how much is it?

Kitchener:
Breakfast meeting - $11 - billed for 13 meetings in advance even if there are fewer than 13 meetings. No refunds.

Orillia:
Lunch meeting - $15 - billed for 13  meetings in advance even if there are fewer than 13 meetings. No refunds. 

Bracebridge:
Breakfast meeting - $13 - cash each week

How do you handle annual payment of $100 to Rotary Foundation?

Kitchener:
Paid out of club funds.

Orillia:
Paid out of club funds raised through special events such as a pot luck picnic - $15 to RF; brown bag lunch - $15 to RF.

Bracebridge:
Funded by club events - no direct assessment to members.

How do you deal with members who miss several meetings?

Kitchener:
Nothing done. But members who do not pay their quarterly meeting dues are asked to resign from the club.

Orillia:
Friendly telephone call from sponsor. If nothing happens, call from president.

Bracebridge:
No hard and fast rule.
