R. Avril was formally inducted
into the Port Hope Rotary by R.
Ron who read out the Rotarian
credo and accomplishments.

R. Cleve very creatively
introduced R. (and Mayor)
Linda as the night’s speaker. He
drew a  comparison to
unfounded claims made by
Senator Eugene McCarthy and
Helen Caldicott and introduced
R. Linda as “The Perfect Mayor
that IS as opposed to Toronto’s
John Tory, the perfect mayor
that wasn’t (you had to be
there).

R. Linda began by quipping
“You probably were expecting
Mr. Onley who is not here
tonight”.

She went on to say that
although the past few weeks

have been a crisis for the town,
“we have been there and done
that before”. In Linda’s view,
this has been something that has
happened to us all as citizens,
homeowners and  business
owners. It is the third time,
beginning with the “U in U”
report three years ago, the W5
episode last year and now Helen
Caldicot’s unsubstantiated

claims of doom and gloom.
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She questioned why it should be
Port Hope that bears the brunt
of the nuclear activists’ claims
as there are other towns in
Canada with nuclear industry.
In fact, any community with
manufacturing concerns in the
1930s probably has
environmental issues as a
legacy. It seems that, to the
nuclear activists, Port Hope
having one of the oldest nuclear
industries therefore must have
lots of old, sick people around.
Fact is, we have a lower
radiation count than Banff!
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Linda told us how Port Hope
has taken control of the problem
of waste disposal but still seems
to be stuck in the middle of
controversy and takes the heat.
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She told us there are presently

50 nuclear reactors under
construction in the world and
that here in Ontario, 50% of our
electricity comes from nuclear.
The town was originally
planning to ramp up its
communication  strategy in
March, 2011 to coincide with
the beginning of the cleanup but
has put it into gear now because
of this controversy. We are
using all means available to get
the good information about PH
out.

She says that community
morale is good as shown by the
event on Saturday in which over
1000 people took part.

Retailers are having some
difficulty but there are plans in
place to help: more buses to
bring in visitors on excursions
with  incentives to  shop;
possible celebrity endorsements
of the town on YouTube; and a
Shop Local campaign. Details
to be announced soon.

Linda then showed an inspiring
video of the walk made by 13
year-old Riley Ashton and
posted on YouTube.
